Unnecessary or unwanted actions during sedation, including the application of

A 56 year old woman was undergoing chemotherapy, 10 minutes later after the
drug was put in, the patient complained of pain in the puncture area. The
results of the study found pain on a scale of 5 like burning, redness, swelling
and decreased infusion drops.
What is the first appropriate action for the nurse to take in the above case?

Retract the cannula
Stop cannula infusion
Aspirate blood from the cannula
Give antidote IV
Do massage on the hand area

A palliative patient with metastatic breast cancer has severe bone pain. Doctors
prescribe opioids as a treatment for pain. As a nurse, the actions that must be

Monitor side effects and patient response to opioid drugs
b. Give laxatives regularly to prevent constipation
c. Replace opioid drugs with non-opioid analgesics
d. Administer sleeping pills to help the patient sleep well
